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Dear Parishioners,

For the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, the
Church reflects upon the central mystery of faith
revealed by Jesus Christ, that God is One and yet
exists as three Persons. He is not merely the One
who has existed from all eternity, but He is revealed
as a communion of Love within Himself. Being a
divine union of Goodness and Love, God’s nature
seeks to diffuse itself, and thus it is fitting that the
Father should have another equal to Himself who
can receive all that He is, who is the Son. Being
equally divine and sharing in the same nature that
seeks to diffuse itself, it is fitting that the Son
shares in the Father's complete self-offering, and
their heavenly exchange is the Holy Spirit.

St. Augustine used the reality of love to explain the
Trinity, calling the Father, the Son and the Holy
Spirit: the One who Loves, the Beloved, and the
Love-between (On the Holy Trinity, Book 8, chapter
7). Love seeks to share itself as well as to create a
union with the one who is loved. The Father being
infinite Love calls for an infinite Person being able
to receive such Love, and having received this infi-
nite Love, the Son offers Himself completely, and
the bond of union being infinite Love is the Holy
Spirit.

The many attempts of explaining the Trinity can
only go so far, as we are speaking of the nature of
God. This has led to many errors, which tend to
exaggerate an element of His true nature to the
detriment of some other aspect. One such exam-
ple would be that of modalism, which attempts to
explain the unity of God by saying that the Father,
Son and Holy Spirit are only three manifestations of
the one God, as if God were a “shape-shifter” who
poses as Father or the Son or the Holy Spirit. If
this were true, then when our Lord is praying to the
Father, He would only be talking to Himself, and
such a position ignores the many Scriptural refer-
ences to there being three divine Persons.

While conceptual descriptions may elude some,
many appeal to the family as a reflection of this
mystery. The human person, of course, is a crea-
ture, so the analogy falls short, but given that we are
made in God’s image, then we do reflect His nature
to some degree. Within the human family that is
seeking to fulfill its vocation, we see a husband and
wife pouring themselves out of love for one another
and drawing together into a special bond of union.
Couples who have been faithful to this over time are
recognized by others as a union, such that one is
never thought without the other, and their fidelity to
their vocation also yields life seen in their children.
Thus, there is a reflection of the divine One who
Loves, the Beloved and the Love-Between in the
union of spouses and in their children, and there-
fore, we see the ultimate foundation of the dignity of
the married vocation.

Next week, we will celebrate Fathers’ Day. May our
reflection of the mystery of the Trinity prepare us to
honor those men who have reflected the love of God
within their families and have witnessed to the faith.

Remember that next weekend will also be our Food
Truck Party: “Food & Fun at IHM!” Please pray for
good weather and good attendance. Thanks to all
who have worked so hard to bring it together! An-
other note of thanks will be forthcoming.
