1st Sunday of Lent

February 26, 2012

SENIOR MOMENTS

Every year on the first Sunday of Lent we read one of the
Gospels which tells us about Jesus’ forty days in the de-
sert, the temptations of Satan and the protection of the
angels.

Mark’s version is shorter and more to the point: Mark
1:12-15

The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert, and he re-
mained in the desert for forty days, tempted by Satan. He
was among wild beasts, and the angels ministered to
him. After John had been arrested, Jesus came to Gali-
lee proclaiming the Gospel of God: “This is the time of
fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and
believe in the Gospel.”

Have you or someone you love, ever felt as if you have
been in the desert every bit of forty days? | know | have,
more than once. In the desert we can feel alone, aban-
doned, empty, doubts that our lives will ever be the
“same,” will it ever improve? It is at these times we can
be brought to our knees with a lack of faith in ourselves,
our lives, the people or situations that surround us. We
can even have doubt of God’s presence or promises.
Years ago, | remember Fr. John telling me to embrace
this time. This is an opportunity to grow closer to the
Lord.” This made a profound impact on how | perceive
the difficult times that arrive.

Do not be afraid to enter your desert. This is where we
can find God. He loves us. By accepting our helpless-
ness, He can fill us.

We have “wild beasts” that try to attack our faith; poor
health, life not being at all what we anticipated, financial
worries, difficulty walking, hearing, performing daily
tasks, estranged family, differences of opinions, death of
a loved one, a feeling of disconnect from God, no sense
of His Presence. We also have the “angels” who minister
to us, the stranger with a kind word, a compassionate
medical person, family, friends, neighbors, our parish
family and staff. One of our “wild beasts” can be the in-
ability to confide in others and allowi them to help us.

Being “brought to our knees” may be exactly where we
need to be. Whether you or experiencing “wild beasts” or
content; consider allowing the forty days of Lent to be our
desert, our place of retreat to invite honesty with our-
selves and God.

Possible reflections:

1. What can | do this lent to deepen my trust in God
as my true source of peace and strength?

2. Allow myself time to be aware of the “angels” in
my life.

3. How can | spend my time to grow closer to God?

FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT

Beside me is a glass of ice water. I'm sitting in a
beach chair, but sitting inside, on a carpet, looking
through a window at a maple tree. It's the magical
morning hour when sunlight showers the tree’s yellow
leaves, then reaches further, its long arm entering my
room, to create steaks and triangles across the floor.

| take periodic breaks from my work to read Joyce
Rupp’s account of her walk along the Camino road
that stretches across Spain to the coast. The road
winds under the Milky Way Galaxy toward Compos-
tela, which means, literally, field of stars. For six
weeks my friend walked with only a pack on her back
and the openness in her heart.

In Louisiana | stood alongside hurricane evacuees
who had only the shirts on their back. This same
theme returns again and again to my life: we
really need so little. Each day the spirit beckons.
Will you come and follow me? Everything else is dis-
traction from that outstretched hand.

ARCHDIOCESAN LENTEN
REGULATIONS
Then to all Christ said, “Whoever
wishes to be my follower must deny
his very self, take up his cross each
day, and follow in my steps.” (Lk 9:23)

The Church has always helped us fulfill these words of
Jesus by prescribing very definite penance for all Catho-
lics. Accordingly, the Pope and the American Bishops
have outlined obligatory fast and abstinence as follows:

Ash Wednesday (February 22, 2012) and Good Friday
(April 6, 2012) are days of abstinence for all Catholics
over the age of 14. On these two days, fast, as well as
abstinence, is also obligatory for those from the ages
of 18-59. Abstinence means abstinence from meat.
Fast means one full meal a day, with two smaller meals
and nothing between meals (liquids are permitted). No
Catholic will lightly excuse himself or herself from this
obligation.

All Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence from meat.
Here again Catholics will not hold themselves lightly ex-
cused, but if there is a serious health problem, this obli-
gation would not apply.
We should strive to make all days of Lent
a time of prayer and penance.
