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Dear Parishioners,

The 4™ Sunday of Advent begins with a reading
from the prophet Micah, who is considered to be a
contemporary of Isaiah, and like him, he prophecies
of the impending judgment against Israel due to
their disobedience against God and corruption. He
tries to shake them from taking for granted their
election as His Chosen People. It is precisely be-
cause they are Chosen by Him, that He will purify
them, if necessary, from all that is contrary to His
holy Will. They should not think that just because
they are His Chosen ones that they will be protect-
ed from the consequences of their own actions
against God. Nevertheless, like the prophet Ba-
ruch, from whom we heard a couple weeks ago,
Micah does not leave them with only doom, but he
also foretells the coming of one who will come from
the line of David who “shall stand firm and shep-
herd His flock by the strength of the Lord...and they
shall return, for now His greatness shall reach to
the ends of the earth; He shall be Peace” (Micah
5:3-4a).

Ultimately, this would be fulfilled by the coming of
Jesus Christ through His Passion, Death and Res-
urrection. Recall how Jesus calls Himself the Good
Shepherd “who lays down His life for His
sheep” (John 10:11). His strength comes from His
union with God the Father, and His Love of the Fa-
ther and desire for His plan of salvation to be ful-
filled, brings Him to the Cross. The author of He-
brews reminds us: “When Christ came into the
world, He said: ‘Sacrifice and offering You did not
desire; but a body You prepared for me; in holo-
causts and sin offerings, You took no delight. Then
| said, ‘As is written of me in the scroll, behold, |
come to do Your Will O God” (Hebrews 10:5-7).
The former offerings were only a sign of His com-
plete self-gift: from setting aside His glory for a time
to offering the sacred humanity prepared for Him
from within the Blessed Mother on the Cross. In all
things, our Lord was obedient to the Father, and
through His gift, “we have been consecrated
through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ
once for all” (Hebrews 10:10). He has brought

Peace through the Blood of the Cross, and He is
Peace itself. The Peace that comes from the total
satisfaction of divine justice.

Given the short time we have yet to prepare for the
Nativity of the Lord, | wish to thank all of those who
helped decorate the church last week, those who
have prepared for the liturgies this week and all
those who have prepared our parishioners spiritually
and communally through the prayer services and
socials that we have enjoyed over the past few
weeks. May these preparations bear fruition in the
season of Christmas, as we raise our hearts and
minds to that great event of the Birth of our Lord!
